TEAM PLACEMENTS 
 
As we move from scholastic volleyball to first club ball practices, players are going to be 

evaluated again. We know that one of the questions parents have is why we wait until 

November to place girls on teams. The answer is simply to allow each player to continue 

to work hard, to improve during their school year, and to give new KVA commitments a 

chance to compete for a spot on any given roster. While the club promises equal practice 

time to all, it does not promise equal playing time at tournaments. Encourage your player 

to keep the following in mind as she heads into those first practices with her new coach: 

 

1. Demonstrate consistent and productive fundamental volleyball skills and footwork  

2. Demonstrate effort, improvement, and the ability to listen and learn  

3. Demonstrate flexibility by being willing to play multiple positions  

4. Be on time (that means early) to practices and tournaments 

5. Understand that although there is only one ball on the court and one person touching it 

at a time the other 11 people on the court need to be reacting and moving based on 

where that ball is!  

6. Get better as an individual but remember the final measure is team success 

7. Understand your position and its requirements. If you don’t know, ask.  

8. Be positive and encouraging at all times.  

9. Be ready to play upon arrival!
